Wraps up District
and Regional Meets
- Brook swirruning and
diving made a big splash
at the recent SA Dis-
trict 24 Championship
Meet at the Pearland
Natatorium. When the
meet was over, the boys
and the girls teams had
taken second place, six
boys and nine girls had
qualified for the regional
meet, Patrick LaBrode
had received the boys
swimmer of the meet
award and Coach New-
ton had been picked as
boys coach of the year.

Patrick LaBrode, Chris Lunney and Brandon Steinkuehler were double winners for the boys finishing
first in two individual events each. Nick Clemmer, Vashaad Fincher, Lunney and Steinkuehler combined
to win the 200 Free Relay, and Jacob Arend, Fincher, LaBrode and Lunney combined to win the 400
Free Relay. On the girls side, Monica Pruett was a double winner. Coach Newton described the team's
performance as "awesome." Medaling for the team were Monica Pruett (third in the 200 Individual
Medley and second in the 100 Breaststroke), Patrick LaBrode (second in the 200 Freestyle and first
in the 500 Freestyle), Brandon Steinkuehler (second in both the 200 Individual Medley and the 100
Breaststroke), and the Boys 400 Freestyle Relay Gacob Arend, Steinkuehler, LaBrode and Chris Lunney)
which came through with a third place finish. Patrick LaBrode's first place finish in the 500 Freestyle
lets him move on to the state meet in Austin. Overall, the boys team finished in fifth place and the girls
team finished in seventh place.

After the regional meet, Coach Newton was, "extremely proud with how well our kids did" and she felt
she, "could not have asked for a better ending to our season." With only one senior on the Regional
Team (Chris Lunney), she should have a lot better ending to look forward to next year.
