I apologize for getting this out so late. I meant to send it earlier this week but got caught up with the millions of other things. Tomorrow is the first Late Arrival Day of the year at Clear Brook HS. We do have a few more this year so I wanted to remind/ clarify of how practices work on those days:
    - Varsity (1st period) has MANDATORY practice at 5:45 am. They will be doing dry land (so tennis shoes and workout clothes). They will finish practice at 6:45 am.
